In class, the children will be taking part in guided reading sessions on a
regular basis. This is carried out as a whole class focussing on the following:

Please continue to keep reading with your children at home. Although it is
beneficial to hear your child read, it is also important for them to hear you
read as you will model how punctuation and expression can alter the
meaning of a text. Try to ask your children questions about the text,
particularly characters’ feelings/emotions, to check their understanding and
to develop their inference skills.
